Sadly the following disciplinary records cannot be found but the events are still fresh in the memory

Doug Pole’s other sending off in 2002. Probably for advising the referee where he may place his yellow card. This must be a JET FC record having two red cards in a season.

Durate Borba’s red card. This was awarded immediately after the second half kick-off. No one had informed the referee (Doug Williamson the current league secretary) that a substitution had been made. A yellow card would have been more appropriate. This must be a double JET FC record for being sent off in less than a second and without touching the ball.

Keith Vincent’s red card for handling on the line. The ball was kickable and missing but still the hand was used. JET went on to reverse a comfortable lead into a devastating defeat with own goals to round off a dismal performance.

Bob Brook’s red card at Karlsruhe 2005 for a last defender tackle from behind. Bob probably has the honour of being the only JET player with a red card on tour.

Ed Apps for the latest tackle that resulted in a penalty. Not only was this Ed’s first touch of the ball having been brought on late in the game, he had missing the flight to Sopron 2001 and had just arrived by taxi more than 24 hours late.

Markus Gammelin informing Dave Worrall that he will never tour with JET FC again. Dave had relieved a full bladder into a container held next to the 1998 Hungarian’s tour guide’s ear while on the mini bus.

Markus Gammelin’s letter to the team who attended the Atomiade at Pierrelatte, France 6-7 June 1997. Burning the German flag was deemed unacceptable behaviour.
