After a long summer break where everybody has hopefully recovered from their injuries and recharged their batteries, the new season is about to start.  Official training will resume on 5th August 98 at JET from 6.30pm onwards until about 8.00pm.  The astro turf pitch at Tilsey Park will be available later on in the year from about October onwards between 7.30pm and 8.30pm on Wednesdays.





During a meeting the committee of the JET FC has laid down the following rules for the forthcoming season 1998/99:





The £3 OFA subscription fee must be paid with the return of the yellow forms.


The JET FC subscription fee for the season 1998/99 is £24.19 or £16 for members of the Culham or Harwell RecSoc.  Students or unemployed will only be charged half the JET FC subscription fee.  The fee includes free use of all facilities provided by JET FC.


Payment should be made in full by cheque or cash before the end of August 98.


If the fee is not fully paid by 1st September, the sum of £3 will be charged for every game. There will be no match fees for substitutes.


Should a player be fined, he shall pay his fine as soon as the forms of the Autotype Upper Thames Valley League have come through.  A late or non-payment will automatically mean a suspension by the League as the JET FC is not responsible for payments of the players fines.


The player shall inform the manager of JET FC by Thursday night, at the latest, if he cannot play the following Sunday.  Failure to do so may incur a fine of £2 if the team was disadvantaged.


Transport of up to 6 people to and from the games is usually available from Gary Nixon. The meeting point is the ‘Busy Bee’.  Leaving times will be announced before the games.


Players who are not members of JET FC and want to play at Tilsey Park, shall pay £2 per training session.


It is the duty of every player to mark the football pitch and to wash the kit when asked.  Every player shall have no more than 3 duties during the whole season. Non conformance will result in action stated under point 10.


The committee reserves the right to make decisions regarding disciplinary matters relating to non- payment of fees, fines or other misconduct.


Points not covered by these rules shall either be amended or dealt with on an individual basis.
